[image: image26.wmf]     The preacher, Dr. Thomas Lane Butts, took his grandson to New York City in 2003. Dr. Butts took the boy to see where the World Trade Center had been. They were both emotionally affected by what they saw and what they remembered. Later the grandfather wrote:
     “As we stood on the edge of that huge hole, we were suddenly struck by the realization that we were standing on and near the unidentified remains of some 3,000 victims. It was a solemn moment. It all came back! I was struck by two powerful emotions: profound sadness and profound anger. As tears welled up in my eyes, I mumbled things which I hope my grandson did not hear.”

     Dr. Butts went on to write about our inability to understand the actions of the cruel-hearted perpetrators of the unspeakable disaster. Yet he suggested that we must try to understand the source of such hatred for political, religious and practical reasons. Radical religious and national fundamentalism should not cause us to respond in kind.

     He writes, “Two sure ways to lose the battle against terrorism: to cringe in paralyzing fear, or to let [terrorist] ways become our ways.”

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Bronze Serpent
